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As we gather to memorialize the 36 years of the infamous Roe v Wade
decision which in essence legalized the intentional killing of Pre Born
babies, let us recall how our culture came to this situation. At the rate
of 3000 a day, in 36 years, we have killed more than 50 Million babies.
